What does A. aegyptiaca look like?

1) Wings and head brown, rest of the body
light brown. Underside of wings white and
green.

2) Neck long, legs long and pink.

3) Body length 63-73 cm long.

4) Brown eye patches encircling each eye
and brown patch in the middle of the
chest.

Where it can be found:

It can be found in meadows, grasslands,
and agricultural fields. It prefers
freshwater habitats e.g. rivers, lakes,
wetlands. The species has been spotted in
Cyprus in recent years, although it does
not have established populations.

Impacts:
Potentially deleterious impacts on other
wildfowl and on other hole-nesting birds.
