1) Body long and thin, with a single dorsal
fin running the length of the fish.
2) Colour golden tan to pale brown, with
dark blotches.
3) Flattened head with eyes located on the
front of the head.
4) Body length around 1 m to 1,5 m.

Where it can be found:
A freshwater fish that can be found in
staghant water (ponds, swamps) as well
as in canals, reservoirs, lakes, and rivers.

Impacts:
The species can potentially compete with
and displace native freshwater species.
