22 spots.

2) Thorax white with black markings.
3) Head black, with characteristic "crown
shaped" white pattern.

4) Size 5.5-8.5 mm.

Where it can be found:
Agricultural (crops, greenhouses) and
urban areas (parks, gardens). In the colder
months ladybugs enter buildings and
houses forming clusters.
