3) Elytra (1st pair of wings) pale yellow
with 5 black lines each.

4) Length 6-11 mm, width 3 mm,

Where it can be found:
Agricultural and urban areas with fruits,
vegetables or ornamental plants.

Impacts:

Severe damage to crop plants such as
potatoes, eggplant, tomatoes, peppers and ,
tobacco defoliating the plant. Also feeds on "

ornamentals such as belladonna and the
common nightshade (Solanum
elaeagnifolium).
