Black and Yellow mud dauber

What does S. caementarium look like?
1) Head black with yellow base of
antennae (scapi).

2) Thorax black and yellow with yellow
collar.

3) First abdominal segment yellow,
remaining segments black.

4) Femora (base of leg) completely black!
(easy way to differentiate from other
native species).

5) Size 24-28 mm.

Where it can be found:
Synanthropic, building clay pots (nests)
inside houses and buildings.

Impacts:

Competition with and displacement of
native mud daubers. Pollination of
invasive alien plants. Transmission of
alien parasitoids.
